Parents: When have you hoped in God the most? Maybe you had to 
trust God to heal a sick family member, or maybe you had to hope that 
God would provide while you were out of work. Share what happened 
as a result of putting your hope in God. Then ask your kids to share 
ways they can put their hope in God in the coming week.

Lord, help us put our hope in you. Teach us to trust that you’re in 
control and that you have a good plan for our lives. In Jesus’ name, 
amen.
