(Make sure to use age-
appropriate examples that your children would recognize as well.) 
Ask your kids to share what they think about those people’s actions. 
Talk about how those dishonest actions affected both others and the 
person responsible for those actions. Then talk about ways that family 
members can commit to being honest in the future.

God, keep us from deceitful ways and help us choose to always speak 
the truth. We want to be honest in all things so we can please you. In 
Jesus’ name, amen.
